Transcript and SAT/ACT Scores  
                Include official, complete, current high school transcript. (Transcript may be a photocopy that bears the original signature of the proper school authority.)
Letters of Recommendation 
Include one letter of recommendation from a high school teacher. The letter may cover applicant’s ability, work habits, leadership, personality, and integrity. The second letter may be from a counselor, community member, coach, etc. who is not related to the applicant.
